The Town of Colchester shall be constructing a new law enforcement facility in the 2010 construction seasons. The Police Department serves a population of over 17,000 residents. The facility will be designed to support law enforcement functions provided by 28 full-time police officer and 10 civilian personnel.  Included in the facility will be a

24 hour dispatch center serving Colchester, police, fire and rescue and Milton, police, fire and rescue.   
The Town of Colchester is currently pre-qualifying Design Build Contractors for bidding on this project, and is therefore seeking Statements of Qualifications from Design Build Contractors for the construction of the new law enforcement facility. 
The proposed building site is located on a four acre + - parcel of forested land bordered by Laker Lane to the Northwest and Blakely Road to the Southeast... The new building will be a single story structure on concrete slab. Consideration will be given to either a pre-engineered steel frame with brick facing or wood framed construction. The building shall be a minimum of 13,000 square feet and the project shall include site work, and construction of water, sewer and storm systems.  Owner items shall include all permitting and approval requirements. 
Services for the project will include the planning, design and construction of a law enforcement facility  including the construction of all site and utility work, and the construction of the building to include poured concrete slab, structural framing and general building construction, mechanical, electrical, plumbing and all exterior and interior finishing’s.  
Energy efficient building practices and materials, quality workmanship, attention to detail, organization, and the ability to work with the Town to meet the project needs, including the project schedule, are viewed as critical aspects of this project.
All parties interested in being considered for this project must submit a proposal detailing qualifications, technical expertise, management and staffing capabilities, and related prior experience.

Proposals must contain the following information. The information must be presented in this order:

1. Letter of interest;

2. Firm description;
3. Statement of financial strength and bonding capacity;

4. Experience and capabilities of firm including trades normally provided by your own forces.
5. Proposed Project Team

6. Experience and qualifications of Project Team and all other key personnel assigned to project;

7. Current workload and workforce availability to assign to project and meet projected project schedule; 
8. Names, addresses and telephone numbers of at least four (4) references, with two (2) from recent projects;

9. At least two (2) examples of similar work;

10. Certificate of Insurance demonstrating current coverage of firm;

11. A signed copy of the Town’s certification regarding debarment, suspension and other responsibility matters.

12. Claim disclosure to include; 1) Statement of whether any project owner for whom you were the General Contractor ever made a claim under your bid, performance or payment bonds, and if so, provide the claimant and the project, and 2) Statement of whether any law suit has ever been brought against you arising out of a construction contract to which you were a party.

The goal of this pre-qualification process is to objectively select a short list of firms that will provide the highest quality of services in a timely manner; accordingly, technical qualifications, experience and staff support will be primary considerations. Selected respondents judged most qualified will be provided with the Town’s Request for Proposals and may also be asked to attend an interview. 
The Town of Colchester will afford full opportunity to disadvantaged business enterprises to submit a submission of interest in response to this solicitation and will not discriminate against any interested firm or individual on the grounds of race, creed, color, sex, age, handicap or national origin in the contract award.
